• Administer church business and oversee the 
church staff 

• Work with the congregation’s governing body 
and its program committees 

 
 

• Provide counseling, visitations and make 
appropriate referrals 

• Provide counsel to the Pastoral Search Committee 
when requested and focus on the process, not on 
potential pastors 

 
The Congregation shall: 

• Commit to the process of working through the 
Developmental Tasks 

• Implement programs suggested by the Interim 
Pastor 

• Actively pursue the calling of a settled pastor 

• Maintain the church’s spiritual, social and financial 
health 

• Maintain education, mission, music, and other 
ministries of the congregation 

• Support the staff 

• Offer resources for professional consultation with 
specialists 

Accountability 
The Interim Pastor shall:  

• Be accountable to the Personnel Committee 
(governing body) through the Church Council and 
ultimately to the congregation for the successful 
completion of duties 

• Be accountable to the Grace of God in all things 
 
The congregation shall: 

• Be accountable to support the leadership of the 
Interim Pastor, the committees in the con-
gregation, and to our community neighbors 

• Be accountable to the Grace of God in all things

The Power of Numbers:  
Just Imagine 

It’s the Stewardship time of the year. On Nov 15, 
we will be making our financial pledges for the 
coming year.  Well  … you may be thinking “Okay, 
he is going to quote some crazy statistics -- if every 
member could increase giving by X numbers of 
dollars or cents a day, we could not only have all 
the fully funded programs we want but also resolve 
the national debt.” Funny as that sounds, it was 
what I was planning to do. However, along the way 
a strange thing happened. I began to realize there is 
a greater Power of Numbers at work here in our 
church.  
 
Take a moment to examine some statistics.  We 
have a smallish church of 244 members with an 
average attendance of 130 people in two services, 
including a Sunday school with an average atten-
dance of 30 children and youth. We have one 
senior pastor and one office administrator. Our 
adult choir includes 9-10 singers, 1 director, and 1 
keyboard instrumentalist. In addition, we have a 
preschool with a staff of 10 who instruct and care 
for 94 preschoolers. We have approximately 80 
members serving on 9 committees. Oh, but there is 
more….  
 
We provide a meeting place for the KenTal 
Association, Debtors Anonymous, Community 
Knitting Circle, Yoga, Woman's Spirituality, 
Narcotics Anonymous, Designs for Living, St. 
Augustine Fellowship, Moving Meditation Class, 
12 Step, and our friends of the Apostolic Church. 
We also have numerous community out-reach 
programs that include our Senior Luncheons, a 
Christmas party for the YMCA where 1,200 chil-
dren have a wonderful Christmas celebration at 
which they receive a wrapped Christmas gift. And 
we recently completed a major renovation of our 
church’s exterior and Lander Hall.  
 
Our annual budget is $479,885 (including pre-
school) with approximately 105 giving units. At our 
last stewardship drive 60 of the 105 giving units 
made a pledge. We made this all possible with  
 

your gifts of money, talents, and time.  
 
Phew!!!! My head is spinning. It is amazing what we 
have done and can do with the spiritual, financial 
and human resources at KCC.  

I know it has been a difficult time for many of you. 
In my own family, three family members are now 
unemployed. But even this time of turmoil, KCC 
has been able to continue to make a difference in 
our lives and our community. I urge you to take a 
few moments to consider what resources you have. 

After all - with the Power of KCC’s Numbers -
