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Pastor’s Ponderings 

Sometimes at the end of a worship service, I commission 
the congregation with these words: “Go forth into the 
world to serve God with gladness.  Be of good courage.  
Hold fast to that which is good.  Render unto no one evil 
for evil.  Strengthen the faint-hearted, support the weak, 
help the afflicted.  And in your need reach out to God 
and to each other, rejoicing in the power of the Holy 
Spirit.”  The words are based on the Apostle Paul’s 
ancient admonition found in 1 Thessalonians 5:14-16.  
When I say them, they connect us to the breadth and 
depth of the living Christian tradition.   
 
These are words of power.  They are words that suggest 
a way of living in the world which taps the very roots of 
who we are and how we are to live in community as the 
body of Christ. 
 
These roots run deep.  When we try to live them out, we 
find ourselves living in a way that departs from many of 
the values and ideologies of the society around us.  
“Hold fast to that which is good,” for example.  To do 
that, we need to ask what is “good.”  Who even asks that 
question these days?  Expedient, sure; convenient, 
absolutely; necessary, always.  But good? And even once 
we’ve figured out what “the good” may be, then how we 
do we “hold fast” to it?  This mandate focuses us away 
from the pressures of daily busy-ness and towards the 
pressure of daily inquiry.  Look for the good.  When you 
find it, hold it fast. 
 
Then there’s “render unto no one evil for evil.”  No one.  
No revenge allowed, not even if some miscreant richly 
deserves it!  Who does that nowadays?  Nevertheless, 
there it is.  Jesus told us to be the “salt of the earth,” and 
we need to be salty.  Not seeking revenge is one way. 
 
The next phrases form a set of three – “strengthen the 
faint-hearted, support the weak, help the afflicted” -- 
which cover a wide range of situations, emotional, 
physical, and spiritual.  We are commanded to strengthen 
those who are discouraged.  We are commanded to 
support the physically challenged.  We are commanded 
to help those who are harassed or oppressed.   
 
It is easy to misunderstand these commands as a form of 
paternalism:  I am strong, you are weak; I am able, you 
are not; I am free, you are not.  We assume ourselves to 
be strong, and that presumed strength gives us the 

rationale we use to justify helping others in some sort of 
unequal relationship.  Then we think that we’re 
supposed to go around finding “weaklings” whom we 
can help.  This is wrong.   
 
We are not called to help others out of our strength.  
We are called to help others out of our weakness, 
because God commands it.  Helping others is the way 
we’re supposed to live.  It doesn’t come from our own 
generosity or when we happen to have a free moment.  
Instead, God calls us to help others because that is how 
we are fulfilled as human beings.  And when we help 
others in this way, out of the fullness of God’s 
command, we find ourselves helped.  Those supposed 
weaklings end up helping us.   
 
Christian faith is lived out through humans and human 
relationships.  Sometimes we forget this or resist it.  We 
pull back in fear of the unknown.  We try to get by on 
our own.  Or we simply allow ourselves to be distracted 
by lesser things.  It’s easy to avoid the messiness, the 
scariness, of living out the faith through us – ordinary, 
regular people. 
 
But that’s the only way we can do it.  And there’s lots of 
ways, right at hand.  Here are just a few.  Susan 
Meckstroth lives at the Grossmont Retirement Center 
and would like to attend worship occasionally.  She 
doesn’t drive and needs someone to give her a ride.  Can 
you?  Helen Witton is having a medical procedure done 
in mid-August and the doctor wants someone to stay 
with her overnight at her house afterward.  Can you?  
The flowers used in worship services could be taken to 
those who would appreciate them, and Nina Deering 
has volunteered to help if someone tells her of potential 
recipients.  Can you? 
 
There’s also lots of ways to live out our faith right here 
in the church.  We need greeters, coffee makers, people 
to help prepare communion, people to usher, and 
people to clean up.  These are all practical ways in which 
we can make our faith real.    
 
When we embody the love of God in concrete ways, 
then we reach out to God and to each other.  And then 
we help others – and we ourselves – rejoice in the 
power of the Holy Spirit.  Amen!

Missions Moment 

Voices for Children helps abused, neglected, and 
abandoned children in foster care through a network 
of CASAs (Court Appointed Special Advocates).  
CASAs are highly trained volunteers who are 
empowered by the court to become experts about 
their case children.  They are matched with one of 
the more than 7500 children in San Diego's foster 
care system who need their help.  

Much more than just mentors, CASAs have broad 
access to legal, medical, educational, and other 
records and professionals. They are then able to 
make recommendations to the court to ensure that 
the judge has the most up-to-date and relevant 
information on the child.  In addition, CASAs keep 
the court informed about the children's unique 
needs.  

CASAs are also a source of caring focus and stability.  
In an over-burdened juvenile dependency system 
where there is a revolving door of social workers, 
lawyers, and therapists, the CASA volunteer is the 
typically the one adult “friend” in the life of a foster 
child.  By developing a one-on-one relationship with 
their appointed child, they are able to understand 
their concerns and fears, and in many instances they 
are the only stable and consistent adult presence in 
the life of their case child.

Interim Conference Minister 

[Some may have received an anonymous letter 
criticizing the UCC.]  Anonymous critiques are all too 
common and destructive in church life, whether an 
individual claims that “many others in the church” 
have some complaint about the pastor or whether it is 
a written letter…  [I] encourage anyone who has a 
critique of our life together or of leadership to take 
that critique directly to the leader involved.  If [you 
have a complaint], at least respect others and have the 
courage of your conviction to identify yourself.   
Whenever Jesus spoke of conflicted relationships, he 
urged direct interaction, person to person…  Such 
direct communication can be restorative and 
reconciling, which is what Christ came to offer us all.  
Anonymous complaints and critiques alienate and 
divide rather than reconcile.  [Church leaders should] 
step up and speak to any such behaviors and set 
standards in your church life that seek to offer healthy 
alternatives to folks with concerns.
